Never before in all my life 1 as-
sure you had 1 to walk on such difficult & delicate
oround, nor did 1 ever ieel so oppressed with a sense
of responsibility as during my four weeks in South
Africa. Even the special courtesy and consideration
shown to me by the Union Government while it un-
doubtedly facilitated my work added in a way to my
difficulties; for while one section of the European
community, the extreme anti-Indian section, was
resentful that such consideration should have been
shown to me, those who represented the better Euro-
pean mind, though satisfied at heart that the right
thing had been done, were nervous as to whether
undue advantage might be taken of the position to
put a forced interpretation on what had been done.
Oa the Indian side, on the other hand, the feeling 1n
the matter was one of rather excessive jubilation; 1
such circumstances, a thoughtless act or even an un-
guarded expression, not only on my part but on the
part of anyone of our countrymen there- and they
were meentig me daily in most enthusiastic demon-
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stration—might have resulted in serious unpleasant.
ness and embarrassment all round, inflicting an

mjury on the cause, difficult soon to remedy.

day, speaking in your midst, as | did at Pretoria on
the cccasion of my last speech in South Africa, that

It seemed to even those who by tradition, sen-
timent and interest were most attached to the British
Raj that sooner or later they would have to choose
between their loyalty to their (Gcvernment or their
duty to their country and race; and their was the
distinct danger that a day might come when the two
duties might become irreconcilable. If that was a

nightmare to those who had a stake in the couniry,
there were cthers with less responsibility who had
bastily come to the conclusion that there was no
possibility of development under the flag and that
terrible as were the consequences yet chaos and des-
truction had to come before a new evolution could
make a self-respecting pcsit ion possible for their
country. To these parties and schools of thought which
practically monopolised the thinking and the patriotic
in 1905-6, Gokhale showed that this very Govern-
ment and this very empire had all the elements which
were fuil of pos-ibiiities and was capable of assuring
for their country a great and self-respecting future in
the fulness of time; and that disruption and destruc-
tion were not only wicked but unnecessary, and that
within the British empire and under the sovereign’s
crown and thorns the noblest of India’s aspirations
could be in times satisfied. It was fortunate for~ the
country and the empire that in those days of ufirest,
we did find a political leader of the capacity and cha-
racter of (zokhi.e who by his wise attitude, was able

to take the wind out of the sails of the revolutionaries
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and at the same fime both stren othen the (overnment
and the sensible portion of the people.”
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“ But what he shared with fewer men was his
superb courage in standing against his own people
and bearing the brunt of their anger. His famous
apology of 1897 and the way in which he faced the
extreme storm are conclusive proofs ot this.

Whatever question arose,
his first thought turned towards Indian students and how it would
affect the future generation of India. That ie how he looked upon
every important problem, whether of politics or of education, and
there were hardly many men in India who had such experience of

the work among students; for, as you know for a long time he was.
associated with the Fergusson College at Poona. ¢

You are all familiar with the work which Mr. Gokhale did and
attempted to do for this country,and you all know what a gréat.

man he was. But I may perhaps tell you something of the impress--
i®ns createdjon me when I associated with him on the Public Servi--
ces Commission. Before I met him on that Commission, I had met.
him very seldom and did not know him very well, but it did not
take me very long to realise what a great man he was both in intel-
lect and as regards character. We began our work by cross-exami--
ning witnesses— not a very pleasant duty when you :examine men.
of eminent position in life, but. I .can assite you-that, though I was.
myself & lawyer and had dbng a-gréat deal of cross-examining ing,
my time, whenl foynd Mz, Gokhale cross—examining witnesses.

a lawyer and advocate indeed. " 1 specially remember one occasion

life, and I must admit that when he had finished with him :it did.

stage of discussion, I was equally 1mpressed ‘with his most unusual
talents. In fact, whenever he argued a question, it wae most- diffi-

cult for any one to reply to him. He was so precise in his facts,
such a great master of every thing appertaining to the subject and-’

80 wonderfully accurate in his data that it was almost impossible-
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.0 tackle all his arguments with any ease. I darﬁsay most of yon
1ave heard him on the platform, and his gifts q.;;i orator are well

tnown. It is unnecessary for me to dwell at lengfﬁ on his great intel-
ectual gifts, and the opinion which I formed after association
with him for about two years was that he was one of the greatest
men of his time whether in this country or in Europe or anywhere

(Cheers). You may perhaps recall mind the words of Lord Curzon,
and I firmly believe that he did not exaggerate, when he said that
in powers of parliamentary debate there was hardly any ome who

surpassed him. (Cheers). Whatever his intellectual talents were, it
seems to me that the example he has left in this country is to be

measured more by his character. I am sure I have not come across
another man who made the thought of his country so entirely absorb
his, life.: Bvery day he was then thinkig of nothing but his coun-
iry. As you know, he never thought of any career for himself, and

he devoted his entire time to the cause of India. Not only was he &
politician in the ordinary acceptance of the term, but he lived in
politics and he lived for the people of his country. I am no politi-
cian myself. I had a short spell of it for about two yearsand that is
all over now, and I do not think it will be appropriate on. my part tc
dwell- upon the political work of Mr. Gokhale. What he did perhaps
18 not to be measured by tangible results in the shape of statutes,
but the greatest work he has done for his country is, it seems to me,

'to set an examle which was never set before. India is a very strange
land. You find here the greatest height of intellect and character
as well as the lowest types. Mr. Gokhale was one of those who had
vsento:the very greatest height. I 'donot say that he was alone even
in his time. There are distinguished men who can challenge com-
parison with men in any part of the globe, but Mr. Gokhale was
unique and set an example for generation, to come and that is in his
8eifleas devotion to the cause of the country, and his greatest achie-
vement t0 my mind is the Servants of India Society, of which he
was the founder and President. (Cheers) It is a unique sogiety,

the like of which perhaps 18 not to be found elsewhere. It is a Socie-
‘ty which is intended to train:a band of patriotic men serve their cow-

ntry and to devote their whole lives to the benefit of their fellow-
countrymen. I know Mr. Gokhale himself placed greater value on

what he had done in connection with that Society than on any other
achievements, of his, however great even those were. I was not
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present exactly at the last moments of his life, but I was with

him in Eng@nd when he was suffering greatly, and
when most peo thought he was nearing bis end; but always

his thought was t®wned towards the Servants of Indiag Society.
One remarkable thing I also noticed in him was that however

great was the physical suffering he wus undergoing, it di{d not
seem to have clouded his intellect or to have sapped bis energy. I
know when he was very ill in London, when he could bardly breathe

the whole :night, when he would lie awake and toss in bed, but

in the motning, whenever he was at all capable of setting himself
to work, he attended the: meetings and took part in the discussion.
Even there, one could see that he was speaking with great diffi
culty, but whatever he said was clearly said and was what had been

clearly thought out. I had actually seen him coming to the meetings
with almost tottering steps. Still he sat there and took part in
the discussions. As I have told you and as you all know, he lived
entirely for the'work. He knew hie end was fast approaching, <but
no one who met him ever heard him say 8o, nor had any one ever
heard him complaining about his illness. He was as cheerful when-

ever friends went to see him as ever. He always talked about hies

work or other matters of general interest but very seldom about
himself or his illness. That is a type of men which i3 very rarq in this
world, and it seem to me that his memory should live for a long time
to inspire the youths of this! country. I wish that in every place
where students gather, like hostels and debating sacieties, there
should be a portrait of Mr. Gokhale, and I further wish that some
talented man would come forward to write a fitting biography of
the illusgrious man. Such men are not born every day, and the lraﬂt
we can do is to treasure the memory of those men so that they may
be of guidance to us in the future. His death was untimely, because
after all he was in the prime of life when he died, and bis death

has been an irreparable loss to the whole of India, and India is very
much the poorer for his :death. But we must not expect that a0y
majl__ehould lagt for an indefinite length of time, and we must be
prepared to lose our great men, and we must make up our minds to
the best of the ability of each one of us to follow in their footsiept
On an occasion like this, I do not think I ocught to fail to mention
that only the other day we bave lost another great man Sir Pheroze
shah Mekta, He was, us you know, a trusted friend and colleagy
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of Mr. Gokhsale, and Mr. Gokhale often turned to him for advice.
The loss of these tow men, I feel, will be felffffor a long time in
this country. But we must remember what ‘the fMotto of the life of
Mr. Gokhale was. It was never to give up hope. We must hope and
live in hope, and we must strive our best in all circumstances, and
I knew Mr. Gokhale wished nothing better for his countrymen and

especially the youths of this country, than that they should always
“fill their mingds with hope and work on for the good of their country.

I do not think I ought to detain you any longer, and I shall now
anveil the portrait which we are all anxious to see.: ( Loud cheers. )
