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DOCUMENTS RELATING TO BAJIRAO'S ADVANCE
UPON DELHI, 1737-38

The year 1728-29 has been described as marking the first period of
Bajyirao’s brilliant career. His next achievement, perhaps even more
striking than the first, was his expedition to the North which, commencing
In the Dussera season of 1736, culminated in the complete defeat of the
Nizam in January 1738. Unlike the year 1729, when his younger brother
Chimaji was in charge of the main operations, in this his second great
triumph it was the genius and courage of the Peshwa alone that directed
the campaign from beginning to end. Assoon as the first penetration of
the North was effected, Bajirao and his brother started in right earnest the
task of settling the newly conquered territory in Malwa and Bundelkhand.
The Imperial Court, however, wasted much precious time in concerting
various plans ranging from open hostility to the invaders to complete
submission. Fully aware of this vacillating attitude of the Imperial Court.
Bajirao went north towards the end of 1735 and tried to secure his ends
in a diplomatic conference, in March 1736, with Sawai Jaysing, the
powerful prince of Jaypur, and other magnates who possessed influence
with the Emperor. The Peshwa succeeded in winning over Jaysing
who consistently advocated a policy of conciliation with the Marathas.
There was however another party headed by Sadatkhan, Kamrudinkhan
and others, who, not apprehending the magnitude of the danger, were
opposed to any concessions to the intruders and advocated armed resistance.
Bajirao, fully realizing that the ultimate decision must rest on an appeal to
arms, returned to the Deccan in the summer of 1736, made elaborate
preparations for a grand move, and after the Dussera started a campaign
of systematic plunder and devastation throughout the Imperial territory
beyond the Nerbudda. Baj Bhivrao Retharekar was sent in advance to

secure the co-operation of Hirdesa and Jagatraj, the two sons of Chhatrasal,
and reduce to obedience the chiefs of Bhadavar, Jatwada, Datia, Orchha
and other Bundela chieftains. A detachment under Malharrao Holkar,
Vithoy Bule and others crossed the Jumna to plunder the Doab. but was
repulsed with heavy losses by Sadatkhan, who magnified this action into
a great victory and followed up the Marathas to Muttra. But here his
triumphant march was stopped. He effected a union with Mahmadkhan
Bangash and bore down upon the Maratha forces. Bajirao by a clever
ruse detached Baji Bhivrao into the Doab in order to divert his opponent’s

attention and himself with the main army made a sudden descent upon
the Impenal Capital itself, creating indescribable panic and consternation.
A tull description of this brilliant exploit appears i his letter to his Guruy
Brahmendra Swami. The Emperor was now so completely demoralized
that he prayed for terms through the mediation of Khan Dauran and

Jaysing. To complete his life’s work the Peshwa during the monsoon
ot 1737 quartered his army in Bundelkhand.
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In dire extremity the Emperor was persuaded to call in the Nizam to
make a last attempt to bolster up the tottering edifice of the house of Babar.
The Nizam, who was shrewdly watching the development of affairs in the
North, was convinced that the time to strike had arrived, and at the head

of a powertul army crossed.the Nerbudda m Apnl 1737, reached Delhi.
and held long consultations with the Emperor as to the best way of
dealing with the Maratha danger. All that the Nizam demanded was
conceded by the helpless monarch. The letter of Venkaji Ram (No. 29)

eloquently summanses the situation, and weighs the issue between peace
and war.

The Nizam's departure to the North caused no little anxiety to King
Shahu, who was much exercised by the danger of Bajirao’s position and
specially deputed Pilap Jadhav to meet him and secure his goodwill.
This Pilap succeeded n domng and advised the Peshwa to adopt a
conciliatory attitude. At this critical juncture Bajirao’s innate genius
shone at its brightest. He laid his plans with consummate skill. To
prevent succour reaching the Nizam he stationed his brother Chimaji
in Khandesh. Chimay faithfully carried out his mission. During the
carly days ot 1738 the Nizam was completely brought to bay at Bhopal in
a battle the details of which are already well-known—and which is rightly

set down as a master-piece of guerilla warfare. The defeat of the
Nizam decided the fate of the Empire.

Bajirao had now all but achieved the supremacy over all India for the
Marathas, but two accidents intervened before the consummation could
materiaise. In the early months of 1739 Nadirshah swooped down
upon Delhi, while Bajirao remained wavering between two plans—
co-operation with the Emperor to rid India of this new nightmare, or

allowing Nadirshah to complete his own work of dismemberirg the Empire.
He remained on the banks of the Nerbudda watching the course of events

and trying to meet the rumoured possibility of Nadirshah's advance
Southwards from Agra. Simultaneously with these events in the North

the Maratha arms achieved, as we know, a signal triumph over the
Portuguese at Bassein. One may therefore conclude that the Peshwa
atter the summer of 1739 obtained a short respite. Shahu showered lavish

congratulations upon his minister and his brother and was justly elated
at the success of the Maratha arms.

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The Maratha Commander has issued orders to move m;Jidly avoiding
contact with the enemy's forces which have gained in strength as a result of

the combination of the Mogﬁal war-lords. .

Nizam towards Delhi.
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Babuji Naik informs Chimaji Appa of Bajirao’s encounters with the
Imperial armies. He has heard rumours of disasters to the Maratha arms.

Bajirao had written glowing accounts of his victories a week before, but the
writer's information is quite to the contrary.
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YMalhar Dadaji Barve writing to Chimaji Appa contradicts the news
regarding the successes of the Moghul army. There was a battle, he further

says, between the Imperialists and the Sardars in which the former sustained
a defeat.

€1 T his important letter from Venkaji Ram, the Peshwa’s envoy with Sawai
Jaysing, reveals the currents and undercurrents of Delhi politics. Sadatkhan,
leader of the party intent on opposing Maratha encroachments, proposed
that the subhas of Malwa, Agra, Gujarat and Ajmir be made over to him,
for which he would accept the responsibility of driving out the intruders.
Khan Dauran and Jaysing thought drastic measures useless and advocated a
conciliatory policy. Disgusted with the attitude of his opponents, Sadatkhan
retired to his subha of Oudh. *‘Kamardikhan and Khan Dauran,” says the
writer, “are encamped upon Alavardi and have asked Sawai Jaysing to join
them immediately.” * Everything,” the letter concludes, *‘ hinges on the
arrival of the Nizam, who will decide whether it is to be peace or war with
the Marathas. The writer also recommends to Bajirao for employment an
artist from Jaypur working in gold and executing several curious articles
of common use.

missing. He first describes how Khan Dauran and S adatkhan were completely
defeated by Nadirshah and how he aroused terroy in Delhi by confining the

Lmperor and his ministers and by confiscating all their belongings. Bajirao
