Both thess dispositions are parts or branches of
virtue, but there is a natural variance or repulsion bet-
ween them. Each of them is good in proper measure and
season; each of them is bad, out of measure and season.
The combination of both, in due proportion, is indispen-
sable to form the virtuous citizen, and that combination,
it is the business of the scientific Governor to form and
uphold. It is with a view to this end that he must set
at work all the agents’' of teaching and education, and
must even interfere to arrange the intermarriages of the
