1. The object of this book is threefold. Tirstly -
there are, in various places in this country, many insti-
tutions for the protection of cattle and Panjarpoles for
mvalid animals. An awakening 18 being created among
the general publio, and their sympathy is being enli-ted, in
the cause of the protection of cattle by means of writings
and lectures. All this is highly encouraging to a worker
in the cause. But tke real and tangible {ruit of
such  institutions ought to be an abundant supply
of milk and its products especially for young children
and of hullocks for agricultural purposes. The reports
however, of the Government Department of Agri- |
culture by such experts as Mr. Hume or Prof. J{nicht..
as well as a study of the actual counditions, show that
this 18 far fromw being the case. There is in fact a
ogreat dearth everywhere of milch—cows and agricultural
animals. Our attempt in this book will be fo indicate
the means by which to enhance the practical utility of
the existing movement for the protection of cows, and
'in 8o doing, to consider how to increase the economic
-and industrial advantazes in matters such as dairy farms.
cattle~breeding, manures, hides of dead animals ¢&e..

without hurting the orthodox religious sentiments of the
&

-
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Hindus or the prejudices of any ecaste or sect. In giving
this information, an account of the self-less and valuable
work done by the {famous dJdevotee of cows, Shri
Chavande Maharaj, during a period of twelve or fourtéen
vears and of the experience obwmined by him in founding
in various places 15 or 16 Gorakshuni institutions, is included
in this book.

2. Secondly, if our thonghts regarding the protection
of cows, which will be fouud to be of general utility, are
put forth in a Marathi garb, their spread will be limited
to Maharashtra only. The present is an age of general
awakeninz, when every important question is widely dis-
cussed I the country; and it will be contrary to prineciples
of general prorress, to confine the diccussion of such an
all-important question as Cow-protection to Maharashtra,
If, accordire to the desire of the prominent leaders in
Incia, Hiudi were the langnace of our nation, we would
have ¢ladlv and proudly puabliched this book in that
lancuage. But in asmuch as the fulfilment of that desire
is a work of time, we are expressing our ideas in English,
which is, for the precent at least, ths common medium of
communication obtaining in the country and it is hoped
that it will help in the spread among, and acceptance by, the
people, in some measure at lewst, of our thoughts regarding
this important subject. Further. about this time there is going
to be held at Calcutta a session of the All-India Cow-pro-
tection Conference, at which will assemble from all parts
of the country learned and experienced devotees of thi&:
Cow-guestion and where questions as to how the utility of
(his movement ean be enhunced so as to benefit all classes.
of people, will chiefly come in for discnssion. We, there-
fore, earnestly trust that this Inglish publication will  faci-
itato the exchanze of ideas at this juncture alm.'

—
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Shri Chavande Maharaj has lately founded the Shri Sana-
tan Govardhan ahamandal in Poona. Ifs main objects are
to cive such direction to the work of Goshalas and Panjar-
pol institutions in India that their ideal will, as far .
possible, conformn to the principle set forth above, to bring
about sympathy and co-operation among these institutions
and when, in future, questions reqmiring mutual Co—
operation in the matter of cow-protection arise, the Shri
Sanatan Govardhan Mahamandal should serve as a central
body to take them wup. We hope this English publication
will help to further that obiect.

3. Thirdly, with a view to accomplish these ends, ad
also to impress upon the people the atility and importance
of Cow-protection, it is proposedl fo start, a3 an orean of
the Shri Sanatan Govardtan Mahamandal. a weekly called
“ Gorakshan or Krishijivan » ( Cow-protection or tho goul
of Agricultare, ) devoted to the disenssion, of questions
such as how {0 rendwsr the movement of Cow-Protection
beneficial to the people generally, how larzely economic
and industrial davolopment of India depends on the preserv-
ing and increasing the supply of azricultural animals, and
also  to supply information regardine the work of the
numerous stitutions for Cow-protection in the wvari-
ous parts of the couniry. Thus our ideas regarding Cow-
protection wil make their way in tlie minds of the public,
and, if they f{ind favour with them, will induce many
of them to assist us by becoming subeeribers to our
woekly Joarnal and in various other ways. In the article
“ Cow—protection in  its real sense” and others that
follow, we have endeavoured to set out our ideas on this

- important subject and these articles will serve to acquaint the
people with the lines on whieh this journal will he conducted.

In the preseut peculiar ecircnmstanzes, the startine of a
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. new journal is attended with no few ditliculties. In this
weekly, however, as we propose to discuss principally matters
regarding the protection of Cows and the improvement of
agriculture, and as the head of our district and the heid of

our Presidency have expressed their sympathies for Cow-
protection from the point of view of its practical utitity,
we hope our task in this matter will Dbe comparatively
easy. 'The articles appearing in this book will be of
speoial valne in placing before the Government the

RELIGIOUS BELIEF—COW, INCARNATION OF
MOTHER EARTH.

In ancient Hindu mythology we find that whenever
the earth is groaning wunder some kind of oppression, it
always assumes the form of a Cow and appronaches the
Almighty snpplicating Him to relieve her from the prevail-
ent oppression. Hence the Cow came to be believed as the
living image of the earth and the earth was believed to
be her non-living form. The services, which the Cow
renders to humanity in general, more or less, correspond to
the favours which the earth bestows ' upon us and this
andlogy also accentuated the belief that the Cow and the
earth are identical in spirit, though not always in form.
This 1aith somewhat explains the profound reverence with
which the Cow has come to be looked upon by the
1,Hindn.s from times iminemorial.

. UTILITY—COW, SECOND MOTHER.

Besides, even if we look from the utilitarian point of
viewv, the Cow proves to he a veritable second mother to
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our infants and orphans, and the bullocks whom she gives
birth to are the main-stay of our Indian asrienlturists,
Her exereotions provide a very good manure to the land, and
thus the Cuw, during her whole-life time, wi h o minimum of
expenge, renders the maximum of service possihle. Relirious
faith, based upon wutilify, has, therelore, as pointed out in
the verse quoted from the Mababharat, enjoined upon al}
the pious-minded Hindus to worship the Cow. In Shii
mat-Bhayvat too Shri Krishna has, in the following verse,

told that Cow also is oun® of the objects to be worshipped,.
This is thus one of those rare instances Where utility and

faith so0 agreeably combine.
INFLUENCE OF FAITH,
Our ancient sages were very good masiers of paya
chology, and they knew the fuct that if an object, in

addition to its utility, is surrounded with a hulo of 1elicious
belief, then it is sure to tide over the stormmy times, when
utility alone can mnot save 1t from destruction. And we
can see the truth of this even in present times, when,
compared with other animals, the Cow recrives more
help in famines fiom the hands of the Hindus.
If we, however, go back 1in hisory some 2-3 centuries
ago0, then we see the liberator of Maharashura, and the found-
er of the Maratha Empire, Shivaji the Great, unsheathing
his sword as the defender of the Cows and the Brahmins,
and liberating them from the hands of the Mahomedan
conquerors, who, in their religious fenzy, hal vowed to
exterminale these two living emsblewns of the [linda reli_ion.
Shivaji was proud to be called a Go-Bratman—LPratipalak
and he received this mspiration fromn the two religion, works
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Ramnyun and Maha)iaral, which have, as we have seen,
oxpressly laidl Jown a mandate to the Kshairiva elass to
upnold the cause of the Cow and the Brahmin., This
mandate was scrupulously observed by that class. and we
see in our hisfory manvy incidents in which even blood was
shed and lives were lost to protect the Cow. KEven the
recent A»»rwhr riots were due to the antieipated slanshter of
the Cows, and we thus sce what potent effect relizious sanc-
tion in this matter has created upon the minds of the
Hindus. TUrtility alone would have failed to generate such
a tremendons influence, and we really admire the foresicht
and wisdom of the ancient sages in incorporating this
idea of Cow-protection in the body of our rolizion, Fana-
ties however always carry matters to the extreine, and riots
“must unhesitatingly be condemned. But apart from that
and if kept within reasonable bounds, the principle of Cow-

protection is one of the best in our rolizion, and we can not
too highly admire the wisdom of our ancestors in this matter.

FAITH SHAKUEN,

Owing largely to western secular edncation, tinged with
such do:mas as ** Cow has no soul »” relizious faith is he
ing fast undermined, and when atheisin, agnosticism, ra-
tionalism and such other * isms’ more or less imperfeet in
themselves, are spreadinz their winis everywhere, it is no
wonder that the poor Cow should he relesated to an alto-
gether obscuve position in the I:l’lileS of the present
generation.

ITS DISASTROUS RESULTS
REDUCTION IN THE NUMBER OF COWS.

The result of this is that she is altorether neslscted from
the Prince down to the peasant.

Cow—Protection society shows, utilised in rome other wor
of charity. The peasants and the poorer classes, thon:
willing, are unable to maintain her properly and the Cc
now-a-days fails to receive adequate protection in t
present adverse times. In former ages also the Cow h:
had to face tamines, pestilences, and cruelties of flesh-eater
but strong veligions faith came always to her rescue an
the Hindas not only prided themselves upon saving h
from  destruction, but, had the spiritual satisfaction
having done a religious duty enjoined upon them by tl
Shastras. Now when stronz faith itself does not survive, tb
Cow, in famines and other ecalamities, {fails to receive n
essary protection and the number of the Cows 1s bein
tearfully reduced in every year of famine and scaveity.

IGNORANCE OF THE FARMER-CLASS; ITS ReSULT
Not only this; the peasants and the lower classe
when utter poverty stares them in their face, a
compelled to sell their cows to the  Dbutchers
purchase the. necessaries for their livelihood. To the
the cows are comparatively less useful than their bullock
implements and their utensils, and when any dire necessit
compells them to sell any thing, then their first choice fal
on the cows and thus they are the first to be sold to th
butcher. The bullocks, being quite necessary for the agr.
cultural pursvits, feteh a higher price than the cows an
there is therefore not much demand for bullocks from ih
butcher class. Likewise. the calves also, heing a tax on th

resources of the peasants, are sold, and thus the mothers of
the future bullocks and young calves fall in far greater
numbers into the hands of the butchers than any other
animals, and the result of all this is a heavy toll on the
namber of the cows and, consequently, on the number of bul-
locks also. The poor peasants rest content when their 1m-
mediate wants are satisfied, not knowing how they, b¥ the
gale of the cows and the ecalves to the butchers, strike
at the very root of their fulure prosperity by lessening the
number of their mmost useful animals.

CRUELTIES OF THI MILKMEN.

The Milkmen are comparatively in  a hetter position
than the poverty-strickon peasants, but the moral fibre of

their hearts is now-a—days so much dezenerated that thelr
atrocious hehaviour towards their animals will put to sham®
even the hard-hearted butchers. Dr. 1. I.. Joshi M. D. B. 8Ce
Chemical Analyst to the Bombay Municipality, has said 1D
one of his lectures in I3ombay that the Gowlies (milkmen )there
keep their milch—cattle till they yield their daily supply of
milk, but dispose them off by sale to the butchers as soon a°
they become dry. and begin to supply less quantity of milk.
This has resulted in a serious dilficiency of milk 1B
large towns in India. Milk is sold dearer in Bomba¥
and Calcutta than in any of 4he towns in westerd
countries. At Calcutia the Gowlies sell their calves to the
butchers no sooner than they are out of the womb of their
mothers. In the ealtle-sheds in these two large cities on®

can pass many a line of cattle without seeine even a singl®
calf in 1t.

THIE SAME AT CALCUTTA.
One veteran soldier in the ranks of the old (Cow-Protec-
tion_ society, we mean Mr. Krishnaji Abaji Guruj. has
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briefly indicated in one of his books, ** How to Protect the
Cows ” tha cruelties of the Caleutta Gowlies. He says there-
in that when he saw that the milk in the town of Cal~ .
cutta tasted sommewhat more saltish than in other towns,
he beran to incquire about the reason of it, and he found
out that the Gowlies there, in order to get muore
milk, were in the habit of introdaecing salt—waer
into the varina of the mileh—gittle, either by syrinwse or by
simply pouring it there and blowing it with a blow-pipe hlf
an ho ir before milkine them. When this torture is inflicted
on tho poor 1nnocent e¢attle, theie sufforinzs become un-
bearable and some become even unconscious, Later on they
water the n and and then milk them. This atrocious act i
called in the native tongue ¢ Fuskar ® or blowing. It shows

to what dep h of dezxradation the minds of the Gowlies are

psone to roich in order to get the maximum of the white
fluid which they call milk, buat which, in reality, is a mixcare

of salt—water and miik,
INDIFFERENCE OF THE PEOPLE.

ey W] JT ATRT AJMAATHIT AT 18 an
old Pauranik mandate meanine that the house where
there is no cow 15 like a cemsetery or a burial eround. 'he
offuct of this mandate was that those who beliaved in it weore

keeping some three or our cows at least in their houses. In
modern times, the Paranas are losing their hold on the

public mind, and a well-to-do man now hardly thinks of
keeping & Cow though he keeps a carriage and four and
has some dozs to boot. He may be spending, morover, s0uo
15 rupees a month for milk,but he does not thinlk 1t worth
his while to keep a cow. The result of this indilference of.
tha well—to— 1o class is that the milch-cows are maintained
either by the heardless Gowlies who tax them t0 the uwtinost,
or by the poorer paasants who, whon they can noé sudisieasly
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feed themselves, are hardly expected to feed the cattle
properly, or ave carried away by the butchers to the
slanehter houses. In any ease the cattle suffer the woerst fate,
and we are now actually realisinry the effect of this in the
extreme dearness of milk and ghee, which, somo 30 yeurs
ago were sold at 1 maund and 5 seers a rupee respectively.

WANT OF PASTURE-LAND, COWS UNDERFED.

The want of grazing-pastures also is one of the rea<ons
of the under—feeding of the cows and caitle in ordinary
times, and, being thus constantly mdor-fed at home and out-
side, it IS no wonder that, exahausted as they are, they
should fall vieiims to famine ov pestilence. In some districts
lakhs and lakhs of cattle were swept away at the first touch of
famine ! It i3 said in times of scarcities the farmers actually
sold their cows and bullogks for half an anna each, and some,
rather more kind-hearted, were turning them out with a

billet round their neck requesting tae well-to-do to feed them
and own them.

TERM COW USED IN A GENERAL SENSE.

We have so far narrated the serious state of things as
regards the Cows in particular. But the other cattle also more
or less share the same fate, and what has been said about the
Cows applies mututis mutandis toother cattle also. Some of
them escape the torture of the butchers as their flesh is not
eaten Dy the flesh~eaters, but in other respects their suifer-
ings are not in any way less thun the cows,

INADEQUATE AND WRONG MEASURES
UNDERTAKIEN.

Let us now turn our attention to the measures under—
taken 10 save or relivve them frowm their safferings, It iy not
that attempts were mnot, and are not  beinr, made
to save or relieve them frowmn thelr Suderinas, The well-
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to~do and rather Iliberal-minded; Gujarathis. Marwarnis.
Bhatias, Jains and other trading communities usually open
a Go-shala, or a Cow-Protection society, Panjarapol or
anti-cattle-killing societies. But these institutions are practically
unknown to the general public. Only the Hindu trading
communities or some educated men know of their exi-
stence, Besides, t.ae funds of these institutions are S0 small
that they cannot maintain more than =a few hundred
cattler As a rule, some admission fee per head of cattle
is charged; but this rather prevents the admission of the
cattle as the poor man cannot afford to pay even this
small sum. He usually does not send his cattle to bazar

unless, by sheer force of circamstances, he 18 driven to do so.
And to charge him a fee, however small, when he is reduced
to such extreme poverty, is surely ungenerous. The accumu-
lated fund of these fees is also not very ‘great, and cortainly
quite insufficient to maintain the cattle even for SOmMe days.
Then why insist upon these fees and prevent the admission of
the really starving cattle of the starving poor >  Another de-
fect in the present management of these institations is the
maintenance of a large number of bullocks quite annecessarily.
The bullocks are sold dearer in market and they are constantly
in demand by the agriculturists. If the managers of these
institutions co—operate with the needy farmers, and admit their
cattle without any entrance fees, then hoth will be profitted;
and the poor cattle, instead of {inding their way to the
slanghter-house, will go to fertilise the Jand of the

POOr farmers.
CHARITY MISDIRECTED.

The charity which flows from the hands of some well-
meaning but ill-informed rich persous is not at all, and no
where, properly utilised. Some of the henevolent rich persons
purchase the Cows from the bhutchers at exhorbitantli high
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prices, and thus the money, which, had it been used some-
what earlier, would have saved more cows, not only does
not fetch its adequat: return but is positively mis—spent.
1t sapplies so much capital to the butchers to continue their
nefarious work of slauchter and the money therefore, instead
of being a charity, becomes just the reverse of it. DBut the
donors do not care to see whether their money i1s well or 1ill-
spent and thus they unconsciously become abettors of the sin
of Cow-slaughter rather than their champions and saviours.
Cow-killing, rather than Cow-saving prospers by their charity.
PUBLICATIONS AND WASTK O¢ MONEY.

Some instifutions spend much money on publications
on the subject of cow-protection and the allied subjects,
but even here some disorimination 18 necessary. It 1§
quite useless to give, even gratis, a pamphlet to a poor igno-
rant rustio, and money spent in such a way- i8 quite wasted.’
We do not say that publications and literature upon this sub-
Ject should not be issued. What we mean is that money

should be spent in such a manner that it will have its maxi-
muam return. Otherwise it is far better to spend that money in
relieving the sulferings of the poor dumb cattle rather than
waste it in the manner above indicated.

APATHY OF EXISTING ASSOCIATIONS,

The same word of caution we feel it necessary to give t0
our Provincial, District and Taluka associations. They pass re-
solutions after resolutions urging the Government to keep pa-
sture lands open and free for the benefit of the cattle; to reduce

the land-assessment; and to do such other things: bug beyond
these protests or requests on paper, no ¢continuous and serious
attempts are made during the whole year round, to get the de-
sired objects fulfilled. No institution, no association takes the
subject seriously into its hand and compells Government 0
adinit,the justice of this cause. We know of only one honour-
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able exception viz. the Bombay Manicipal Reform Awssociation
which appreached th2 Governor with a request to tike proper
and it(]eqmttﬁ measures to pllt a Stup to the indiscriminate and
uncontrolled slaurhter of the milch-cattle, The Association
has we are informed, strongly impre-sed upon His Iixcellency
the urgency of this national problem and requested him to pay
his serious attention to this matter, We certainly congratulate
the offico-bearers for this their splendid work, and request
similar other nstitutions to take this question immediately 1nte
their hands.
CAUSES OF FAILURES.

So for we have so far dealt with some of the measures ta-
ken by the benevolent well-te-do persons among us to alleviate
the sulferings, or as far as possible, to save the lives of the
poor cattle. But we are sorry to say that they have yiclded

cnot very satisfactory results ; and it would be well if we pauso
here to consider the causes of their failures. In ancient times
tho duty of protectins the Cows was devolved, so to say, on
the shoulders of the Viishya class who then were the proper
agricalturists. The Bhnguwatgeets  tells us that F1 &4
JUNST 4ZIFHA HIFFH.  agriculture, cattle-protection and trade
are by nature the duties of the Vaishya class, This shows that
Cowprotection was given in the best hands possible-hands
that would always be full of wealth and thus able to maintain
the herds of cattle, For wvarious reacous the Vaishya class has
given up azsriculture and its attendant duty of eattle—protec-
tion and thuas the two duties, mutually dependant upon one an-
other, which should go hand ir hand with trade and com-
merce are divorced and are taken up 1)5" two quite inde-
pendant classes. The result i that both have suifered for wang
of proper co—operation between themsolives, and unfortu-
nately for our Cow, she has fallen to the lot of a comparatively
puorer  elass, guite unable to maintain  her plloperl}’.
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The Vaishya class, instead of maintaining the cattle as duty-
bound, is, now with a litte charity, helping others to main-
tain them; but such outward dressings are only paliatives
anil do not go to the root of the disease. Con-equently ths
cows, and eattle als» in general, fail to recrive adequate
protection and sufficient maintenance at the hands of the
poverty—-ridden and iinorant agricultural class aud thus their
numbers, in spite of some well-meant etforts, are daily
decreasing. Abandoning one’s own appointed duty by a welthy
class is thus one of the principal reasons of the failure of the
prezent attempts.

EXTREME POVERTY OF THE FARMERS

The agriculinral class on whem has nacessarily fallen the
daty of preserving and protecting the ecattle is being poor
and poorer day by day at such an alarmingly rapid rate, thag
many azriculturits ary compelled to Jeave their profession for
some months of the year and tauke to some other calling. Dr.
Harold Mann, Prineipal of the Poona Agricultural Callege had
n one of his very illaminating lectures, drawn a verv fear-
ful nicture of a typical Decen villase and and he has now with
great paing, published the vast information he collected on this
subject. Ho BayS that in the village of Pimpal Soudagar out
of the 111 families only § could mantain themselves properly
on azricultnre alone! 30 of them eurn their livelihood by
hired labour in ajricultural and other pursuits, and 67 of
them altogether fail to maintain then.selves in either way ! !
Whon the majocity of the villarers can not maintain them-
gelves on azriculeure and can hardly make the two . nds
meet, is it necessary to tell that they are quite unable, though
willing, to maintain even a few heads of cattle 2 Angd when
the dire days of famine and searcities carry away lakhs and
lakhs of human lives, one can very well imagine the feapfnl
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ate of the poor dumhb cattle that are swept ol in  millions
fand millions from the surface of this earth
ADMIXTURE OF BREED
It is not however that only the number of the - cattle is
being decreased year after year, but the genuine Surti and
other good types of bullocks .and cows, are also, by ad-
mixture with other types, degenerating to a common low
type. Professor Knight of the Poona Agricultural College, in
one of his lectures, said that he could not find at Girner and
the surrounding tract of land the Surti type of bullocks, which
he had seen there some § yvears hefore. The original breed
Wwas mixed up with the Malvi and Khillari type and he said
he was afraid whether the original strain would, in course of
time, be altogether changed. The genuine Deceani bullocks,
able to endure the toilsome labours of azvicalture and other
gursuits, is now hhrdly scen in Mahardishtra, And besides,
none caves to see whether the studs, brought to {fecundate

the cows, are healthy or otherwise. Some villages @0 alto-
gother without studs !

EXCE-SIVE COST OI' FODDEL

On account of the excessive cost of fodder and want of
Urazing pasture it has hecome very difficult to keep cows or
bullocks in 4 properly healthy codition. Professor Knight
says that 3 acres of the boagt pasture are necessary to maintain
a ¢ow for the whole year withought any other food or fooder.
But where are the 3acres Although the total area Japan is
only 1/9th of that of India, still the pasture lands there are
nearly % of those in India 7. ¢. the pasture-lands there are-
4 times more than here, Besides, the jungles there are not
altogether closed to the cattle as they are here. The eflect of
this liberal provision for eatile can be plainly seen in  that
country. In Bombhay Presidency there were in 1888, 31 laks
of bullocks and 18 lakhs of eows. Tn 1906th figures dwindled
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down to 23 and 18 lakhs respeatively. While in Indius, thins
are thus progressing backward, in Japan they ave strik-
in:ly movinz forward ! If in Indix therve are 10} bullocks per
square milo, in Japan there are 20! Some pasture lands
which were formerly reservad for catfla ars now under
cultivation and some are enclosed in the forest reserves.
Besides, while the boundaries between two adjoininz pieces
of land wers, before 1857, siaid to be some 24 feet in wiilth,
they are now marked out by a strip of land only a foot
wide, or, in some places even that is replaced by stones only.
The conversion of pasture lands into agricultural fields or
forest. recerves 13 practically starving the poor creatures, that
were formerly dependent upon them and this has contri-
buted much to reduce the number of cattle in the eountry -

DIMINUTION OF MANURE

This reduction in cattle—population has had a very
gorious effect on the fertility of the soil. With the reduction
in the number of cattle the supply of manure was also
dimini-hed. 1t 1is estimated that the dried duny of « pair
of hullo ks weighs 11 scers per duy and at the end of « 100’
it weighs nearly roo mawnda, 'I'his means 43} 1bs. of nitrogen
and this quantity of manuroe is worth no less than Rs. 30.
But on account of the excessive cosg of fuel this dune is
used as fuel and therefore the soil loses so much nitrogzen
which is very essential to its fertillty. )

The reduction in cattle-population necessarily means Jess
guantity of manure and if out of it a greater portion is ysed
as fuel, then the remaining quantity will be practically in-

’gi_;niﬁmnt and therefore far helow the minimum ROCUSSATY
‘to ensure the fertility of the soil. The resulting barrenne:s
of the land in tarn tells upon the production of the anual-
arops—ingcluding fodder crops also—and in this way the
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circle goes on continuously to the detriment of human
beings and other herbivorous animals included.
SLAUGHTER AND DISEASES

But the worst evil 18 vyet to follow, The

indifference or rather the giving-up of the duty of Cow-

Protection by the Vaishya class, the poverty and consequent
inability of the agricultural class to mainfain the cattle
and the want of pasture lands are causes which none
can afford to ignore. But the slaughter of cows and bullocks
for beef and hides surpasses all the other causes, which go to

reduce the number of cattle in any part of the country, The

butchers select good healthy cattle for slanghtering, as, their
flesh sells dearer in the market, TUnlike in other countries

here in India even the pregnant cows are slaughtered

without any compunction of conscience and without the
least regard to the developing young one ¢n vifro. Slaughter-

house figures do not find their.way to the press, but a bene-
volent Parsee gentleman My, Jasswala, had once published that
nearly one lakh and fifty thousand cattle are slaughtered
in a year for the Kuropean soldiers only, Mr. Hume, the

late under—Secretary to the Goevernment of India had published
in a report that nearly 35 lakhs of catt'e are every year

slaughtered in India, whereas in the year 1865-66, hides worth
nearly 60 lakhs of rupees were exported to foreign countries;
the figure rose to Rs. 6 crores in 1889 ! and to 13 crores
in 1914 !! This somewhat shows the appaling increase
in the destruction of cattle year after year.

The cruelties in the slaughter-house are also enacted
outside by the Mahwurs and Mangs—a class of men who fiay
the animals dead or living. The Mochi or Dhor settles with
them the price of the skin when the animal is alive and
even pays some earnest money to them. The crucl Mahars
and Mangs kill the animal the same night, flay it and give the
Bkin to the Dhor or the Mochi the next day. This thLing has
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been actually seen by the present writer and he has no doubt
that the same outrageous practice must have been going on

in many parts of the country.

One statistioian has shown that the beef .of one eow

suffices for only 80 persons, at a time. But if she be allowed
to remain alive, then she and the progeny she bears, feeds no
Jess than 1, 68, 000 persons at a time with their milk and
the food wich the bullocks help to produce from the land! But
suoh is the irony of indifference to the publio weal that for
the sake of a few persons, the source of the food of some

Jakhs of men ig cut off |

Epidemic cattle-diseases also oarriy away millions and
millions of cattle within a very short time. Mr., Hume has
given in his-report, that in one year some 10 millions of catile
were swept away by epidemioc diseases !

MEASURES PROPOSED )

We have so far seen what are the causes whioch go to
reduce the cattle—population and have shown the futility of
the wholly inadequate means employed to save them, We
will now turm our attention to the principal measures which
we think should be undertaken in futare to save this fear-

full loss of life.
ORGANISATION OF CHARITY FUNDS

We have elsewhere shown,that the Hindu trading' .
community spends much money {0 save the lives of cattle

and of other suffering beings, but much of that money s
sheerly wasted, nay, in some oases it becomes a soarce of

fands to the slaughterer. Besides, the Bhatia community
spends a lot of money in feeding strong, robust mendicants,
the so-called Swdhus. If these vast funds be properly organised
and still more economically utilised, then the lives of g
oreater number of cattlo would be saved, and a still greater
nunber of them can be properly maintained. And if these

[ i
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‘benevolent and charitably. disposed men turn their flow of
oharity in the proper chanel and help the poor, shrivells |,
starving farmers in stead of the fat mendicants,
then they wouald concor a real boon on the needy and
the poor. So the proper orzanisation of tho charity funds

48 the first important measure worthy to be considered and

andertaken.
AGRICULTURAL SOCIETIES.

The establishment of the co-operative credit societies in
villazes will help the peasants to tide over their ditficulties
and what is a help to the peasants is necessarily so to their
cattle, The Hon. Mr. Manmohandas Ramji in one of his
lectures in the year 1916 said that nothing will help the

farmers so much as those societies. These must Dbe esta-
blished in each and every villaze if possible. The rich
persons who are disposed to pay something to tho cause of
human and cattle suffering can not do better than supply
fands to these societies; so also if the investments of the
‘pinjarapoles be utilised for this purpose much good will

some out of it.

SALIENT FEATURES OF SHRI GOVARDHAN SANSTHA
Goshalas, Panjarapols anil such other institutions are no

doubt started for the objects of merey ; but if their operations

be extended, then the reproach, that these institutions are a

‘mere burden upon the pebple, will certainly be remioved. The

Govardhan institution at Wai has set a very good ezample to
other institutions of a similar nature, and here we give

some of the salient features of it for general information.
1. The poor peasants sometimes 8ell their cattle to

purchase a bull or a milk-cow. The Wai institution provfduﬂ
him the necessary cattle in exchange of his, but on cond.tion,

Fhat he will not sell the cattle of the instituton.
| 9  Tometimes cattle are sold for want of men to take

| vare of them. The institution protecis these cattle,
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3. Some cattle are maintained in the institution by tak-
in2 half the charges from the willing owners., This prevents
many sales. '

4. No admission-fees are charged ; on the contrary the
poor peasants are paid a rupee or two each for inducing others
to send their cattle there rather than sell it,

If other instilurions follow these rules, then the poor peas-
ants will always come in contact with them and the objects

of the iastitution will be really fulliled. At present they
maintain useful as well as done—up cattle, but if they really

co—operate with peasant—owners of the cattle thewr not only

will the poor eattle be provided for, but the poor farmers alsq
will be much benefitted.

DAIRY FARMS & CATTLE BREEDING,.
Another 1important measares are dairy—f{arming and the

improvement of the strain of the species. It is a good sign that
thouzhtful men are now-a—days paying their attention to thé
first of these, I Burope the infant mortality is 58§ per thou-
rand, while in India it reaches an astoundine figure of 360 !
The infants grow very rapidly in their first year, and if pure
unadulterated milk is not provided, for their nourishment then,
they fell a prey to many diceases and die a premature death.

In India the number of milch-eattle is growing less and less
and the scarcity of milk is very keenly felt in largo cities, Be-
sides, no care is bestowed, and no atteption is paid to keep pure
the breed of the best milk-cattle. In liurope startling experi-
once have been made in this respect and Prof. Knizht tells us
of an Holstein cow yielding some 38 seers of milk per day
for on- year and 500 seers of butter in a year ! In India wheyre
are such cows ?

HIDE AND SKIN MANUFACTURE.

From the cconomic point of view the salo of hides of the
dead animals is also a very paying business, but as our re.
1izious beliefs and prejudices come in conf'ist with it, proper
attengion is not paid to this subject.  In practice, We sut asidae
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many religious observances, and although it is ordained that to
gall milk is a sin, still the religious mandate is silently ignored
by us and many of us pursue the thriving trade of dairy-farm-
ing. So also the Hindu peasants and Mochis do many things
contrary to religious ordinances, nay, even commit the worst
gin of selling an old cow to a butcher. If these things are go-
ing on in spite of the religious mandates, then it behoves us to
pause and take into consideration the lucrative trade of the
hides and skins solely for the benefit of the cause in our hand,
and it is sheer madness to leave it to foreigners, who take away

g0 much raw material out of the country and deprive our men
of the manufacturing trade of leather,~tauning and other leather
articles. The inhuman brutes who flay alive the poor oattle

will find a good employment in those factories and thereby
cruelties will cease of themselves.

DISSUASION OF FLESH—EATERS.

Similarly strenuous attempts must be made to dissuade the
flash—eaters from eating flesh by*showing them the disastrous re
sults of that kind of food on our body.In England “the Order of
the Golden Age ” does this work and on similar lines the Jiva-
Daya—Dnyan Prasarak Mandali of Bombay, the Pranirakshak
Banstha of Dhulia, and other similar institutions are doing
pplendid work here in India. The famous German Doctor
Kuanhe has shown conelusively that man is naturally an herbi-
vorous being. The arrangement of his teeth and of the other
organs of his body show that he cannot be a carnivorous
snimal. He masticates his food, the carnivourous animals
can not do 80 ; he uses his lips for drinking water, they lick ik
by their tongue ; his stomach and intestines also are intended
for vegetable food, while those of the latter are for flesh ; the
keen. sense of smell is not necessary for him to find out his
food, as 1t 18 to the other beasts. It is said that flesh-eating
mothers can not satisfy the hunger of their babies and they
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are therefore forced to keep wet-nurses for their sake. Qat-
Porridge is believed to be a lactagogue and the flesh-eating
mothers or wet-nurses are ultimately compelled to take it.
Vegetarian food is more nourishing than flesh ; otherwise it
would not oreate more milk than the latter in the mother’s bra-
asts. Besides animal food causes more diseases to man, because

nearly 50 per cent of cattle that are slaughtered by the
butchers are usually sick of some disease, and the germs

of their diseases find their way into the human body and
develop there. In an introduction to.one of the Scott’s novels it

is written that one Dr.Adams Fergusson was cured of his rheu-
matism by leaving animal food altogether and he lived for 30
vears thereafter. It is believed, and more or less true also-that
animal food either causes or predisposes the human body to the
attacks, of rheumatism, gout, paralysis, guinea—worm, tuber-
culosis, influenza, asthma, diabetes and heart—disease. Some are
of opinion that animal food is more nutricious than the vege-
table food, but this is a myth. Dr. Abramsky says that, * pure

blood is produced by pure and simple food. Vegetable food
alone is pure one. 'The vegetables absorb the vital energy of

the sun and men get it by eating them.” In England the
vegetarian boys won the prizes in cycling, swimming ‘and
running races., Mr. H. E. Bryning, the manager of the firm
Thackar and Co. Bombay is a vegetarian for the last
27 years and he has won gold medals in oycling
and other races at various places. Upto 18th century
potatoes and  butter-milk were the chief articles of
food of the Irish people, and among them were produced
the world-famous generals like Marlborough and Wellington,

The History of Europe tells us that the victorious
gsoldiers of Rome and Sparta were pure vegetaorians, and none
surpasses them in endurance, hardihood and heroism. Prof,
Lawrence says that animal food lowers the vitality of the
body. Dr. Haig has related his own experience in hig
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famous (work ** urie Acid as a factor 1in the causation of
ditease. ©’ He says therein that he had a very severe and
continuous head-ache for a long time., Medicines and
oehange in diet failed to effect any [relicf. And at las
ve_etarianisin effected the radical cure. The experiences
of many doctors and scientists thus econvince us of the evils
of animal food and the usefulness and nutrient value of the

vegetable food.

In several of the Kathiawar Staies much care is taken
about the protection c¢f the cows and bulloeks. And adequats
precavtions are taken 1o prevent the cattle from falling
into the hands of the butcher. His Highness the 1 ahuaraia
Gaikwar of Baroda under the orders of the Minister of justice
hus issued a Resolution prohibiting the people from committing
cow-slaughter in any part of the state.

~ 'T'he substance of them all is that none shall kill a cow

which term inecludes even bullocks, calves ete. ) in any
part of the DBaroda State, under any excuse, relizious or
otherwise, and on any occasion whether on the Bakar-Id or
any other holiday. The transgressors of this rule are liable to
be punished under sec 142 of the Penal-Code. The Resolu-
tion about the cattle-pounds enjoins uvpon the people to
8ell a cow in the first inastance to a man of the humanitarian
class if any without a hid of auction; in absence of such 38
one, to a man who is willing to pay the price and maintain
her, and in absence of even such a one, to him who unable
to pay for, but willing to n.aintain lLer. H. . The Raja of
Devgadbaria, H. H. Shri Amarsinha of Vankaner State,
H. H. The Maharaja of chhatarpur and the Chief of Miraj
( Junior ) have also strietly probibited cow-killing 1 their
Btatee, H. H. The Maharaja of Kolhapur also had issued in
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1900 a Resolution ab3olutely prohibiting cow-slaughter in his
state. The same Resolu.don was revived on the Z2nd Decenber

1917 by His Holiness the Shankaracharya of Karvir Math.
We humbly request the other Chi=fs, BSardars, Rajas and
Maharajas to follow the footseps of their abovementioned

comrades and absolutely prohibit, within their states, cow-
killing, includiuz in that term the killing of any coreature

of the Bovine specivs,
SUPPLY OF FODDER.

To ensure cattle—protection, however, whether in the
Native States or in British India, ample supply of fodder
is absolutely necessary. Prof. Knizht has told us that
the pasture-land in Enzlanl were once as much poor as
here in India; but undoer e.ficient manazement and by care-
full preservation they now rank amonzy the best lands in
any part of the world. In India some kinds of grass are
as nutritious as-perhaps more than those in England,but their
growth is hampered by the surrvunding weeds. Besides, (n
account of the absence of proper dams, the rmn water
carries away many essentinl ingredients of the roil
year after year, till at last it is so mmuch impoverished that
in course of time it remains fertile to its own disgracn, ad
it produces nothing but useless, or perhaps even harmiul,
weeds. Where the soil yields fodder of good quulity, there the
admission of cattle knows no restraint and the whole quanti y
13 censtuned within a very short time. In England such
linds are  very carefully hedrsed in and preserved till the
arowth of the next yield. In dia whera there is so much
dearth of fodder, greater attention should be paid  to care-
twly assort and preserve good pasture-lnuds,

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howsoever resolute, enthusiastic and sincere he may be, can
not cope within the tremendous extent of such a task,
and the work of many can not be done by a few. The example

of the Pasia Fund Movement shows that without tha
voluntary co-operation of the hundreds and thousands of
young men, the fund would not have reached such a
considerable sum with the single-handed efforts of M-
Kale; similarly the efforts of Chavande Maharaj in establish-
tng many (oshalas were supplemented by the co-opera”
tion of many young volunteers. The increasing extent of .
the movement however demands an army of self-workers

and their want is now very keenly felt.

In India, among the Hindus, there is a widly respected
Precher—class of Puraniks and Kirtankars whose sole-business
like the christian missioneries, is to preach the word of God
to the common people. But on account of the general indiffer-

once towards religion and the questionable sincerity of -a’
majority of that class, the respect once felt about, them 13
being gradually undermined. Besides, the absence of any

organised attempts by those men is also re'}.onsible for their

failure; we hope that this question will be Ciscussed at the
Conference of these preachers shortly to be } eld at Nagpur;
But the cow-protection Societies of various ylaces should
also take up this question in hand and form a band of
their own preachers to their work To inorese the out-

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CENTRAL ORGANISATION.

iz~" Lastly we come to the most important question of the
foundation of a central organisation. There are many cow-
protection  societies, Goshalas, Pinjarapols and other
similar institutions scattered in various parts of the country.

Although they all do the same kind of work, still their is
suoh an absolute want of co-operation among them, that

one hardly knows the existence of the other. Some of these
institutions may be in a far better position in respect of

funds, equipment and such other matters than several others.

The latter, however, owing to lack of oco-operation always
remain in a moribund condition, while superfinity reigns
in the former lot. If some kind of co-opperation is establish-

ed among them one may be benefitted by the cxperience

of the other; and superfluity in one may go to supply the
gap in the others. We know that the root of the problem
of cow-protection lies in the salvation of the  poor

peasants; for, when over-ridden it is they <who sell
the cows and other animals to the butchers; and therefore if

they get some relief from such institutions, then muoch
benefit to them and mueh saving of cattle-life will be
effected. DBesides if one cenfral institution is established,
then it can collect much information necessary to the branch
institutions; it will husband the resoucves of many places, 4Tk
will properly distribute relief; it can open branches where
cattle markets are held and save much cattle-life; it can
move the States to pass laws prohibiting the slaughter of cows
or their sale to butchers: it can, with much force, move
Government to keep open pasture-lands for the benefit of
the starving cattle; and it can do thousand and one other
things which a petty institution here and there can neither
dare nor undertake. It will moreover organise the work of
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the branches on a uniform basis. We therefore propose to
place before the public a scheme of orgzanisation which,

however, experience may modify here and there.

THE SCHEME FOR THE SPREAD OF THE ﬁ
COW—PROTECTION MOVEMENT.
I-VILLAGK OR TOWN BRANCHES,

(a)In each villaze or town there should be a branch with

4 nams, °‘Qorakshani Grama Sabha.’
(b) It should oconsist of a President, Vice—President,

Treasarer, Secretary and some members, all elected by the
town people or Villazers.

(¢) Every year these offico-bearers should be a elected

(d) The branch should, in every Shravan month, take
a census of the cattle within its area, and should keep
a4 register of their vital statistics.

(e) The condition of the cattle~owners and of the cattle
should be reported to the Taluka Sabha and to the
agricultural co-operative banks every month.

(f) The difficuliies in the way of cattle-protection
thould be removed with the aid of the Taluka Sabha

and the financial difficilties with the help of the agricul-
tural banks,

- (g) It should communicate to the farmers the useful sug-
gestions made by the Talaka Sabha about the prezervation
of cattle, the economy”of fodder, the distribution of the
manure and other matters. It should also collect and seud
the petty sums of money of the farmers to the Agricultural

banks,

(h) It should give assistance to the Gorakshak Preacher
In securing alms ete.

(i) The work of the town or village branch should be
enduoted on bebalf of the Taluka sabha and the agricul-
taral hank,
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[I THIt TALUKA GORAKSHANI SABHA
AND THE TALUKA CO—OPERATIVE
AGRICULCTURAL BANK.

(3) At every Taluka town there should be a Taluka
Gorakshani Sabha and the Taluka Agricaltural Bank to
manaze the allairs of the town branches within its
juri-diction.

b) Each of these institutions should have a separate

Managing Board and separate offices.
(¢) The Taluka Gorakshani Sabha should devote itcelf

to remove the difliculties of the farmers in the matter
of ocattle-protection and the Taluka Agricultural Bank

should assist them financially when necessery.
(d) 1In proportion to the extent of the work there should

be from 4 to 7 preachers in the Taluka.

THls DUTIES OF THE PROPAGANDIST PREACHERS.
1. To spread the movement of cow-protection by holding
Kirtans, Puaranas, Nirupanas, lectures etc,
2. To spread among villazers up—to—date knowledge
about the proper bringing—up of cattale, preservation of
fodder, preparations -of manure, dairy—furming and other

similar matters.
3. To establish town and .village sabhas and
remove the difliculties of the farmers about obtaining or

maintaining the cattle or about financial matters.
4. To collect all charities for this purpose and to
hand over fodder and grain to the Cow-proteciion Societis and

money to the Agricultural Banks.
(f) The funds of the Tuluka Gorakshani Sabha and

of the Agricultural Bank should include contributions from
the town or villaze societies, local contributions, and dvna-
tions from the District Cow-protection Societies,
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(2) An annumal meeting of the representatives of all
tbe branches in the Taluka, whether of the Cow-protec-
tion Society or of the Agricultural Bank, should be held
at the Taluka town and there the business of reading the

report of the work done during the previous year, disscusion
of the important questions relating to Cow-protection, sub-
mission and passing of the next year’s budget and the eleo-
tion of office~beares should be conducted.

III THE DISTRICT COW-PROTECTION SOCIETY
AND AGRICULCTURAL BANK. :

(a) In each distriet a District Cow-protection Society and
a District Agricultural Bank should be established to control
the affaris of the Taluka branches of each.

(b) These District Societies should control and super-
vise the affairs of the branches within their jurisdiotion,

should supply them with preachers to spread the movement
and should -provide studs also. ( 2) The District Bank
should also keep under control and supervise the work of the

Taluka and other branches within the district, and shounld
supply them with funds as a capital. (3) The Distriot
Cow-Protection Qociety should also start a Gopal Vidyalaya t0

train preachers for the spread of this movement.

(¢) The District Societies should collect into the funds
all charities, gifts or subscriptions from trading and other com-

munities and from private persons.
(d) An annual meeting should be held and business

done on lines mentioned under II ( g).
IV THE PROVINCIAL COW-PROTECTION SOCIETY.
(a) A Provincial Cow-Protection Society should be

established in each province—formed, for the sake of conve-
‘nience, according to the linguistic basis—10 control the gaffairs

-0f the District Societies.

4
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(b) The Provincial Society should chiefly undertake
the work of the spread of literature on the subject of Cow-
protection by ( 1 ) starting a weekly or monthly jomrnal
devoted to this subject only, and by (2) publishing small
pamphlets on agricultural subjects, dairy—farming, manur-
ing and vaterinery science. It should also frame and
publish rules and settle the forms of returns and account

books.

NOTE~—A separate local branch in each Provineial
town should also be established to conduct local affairs

V THE ALL—INDIA—COW—PROTECTION SOCIETY-

(3) An All India Cow-protection Society should be
formed of members elected by all the Provincial societies.
Each Province should be represented by not more than 20
members only, each district sending 1 member only.

(b) This central society should control the affairs of
all the societies and Agrioultural Banks.

(¢) An annunal Conferance should be held under the
auspices of this society to disouss subjects relating to Cow-
protection and allied matters and to settle the lines on which
work should be done in the next year.

(d) This Society should secure the sympathy and
help of Governmet in all possible matters.

(¢) It should appoint a board of Experts who should
advise the Society in all matters relating to Cow-protection—

dairy, improvement in the strain of the species, preserva
tion [of fodder, and collect all information of the.
researches conducted in Western countries in these matters
This information should be supplied to the Provineial and

Distr:at Societies.
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CONCLU-ION.

We have, in this pamphlet, placed bhefore the publio
the snbject of Cow-protection in all its aspects. The urgency
of the problem cannot be denied. It confronts us in every
part of the country and every one must do his best to
solve it. We have herein snggested some reforms and have
submitted a scheme also to brins them into practice.

Experience and convenience may require some modi-
fication of it. We are prepired to accept all suggestions and
aro willing to mod:fy the scheme accordingly. The All
India Cow-Protection Conference will, we hope, take this
into considration and will establish some central organisation
to tackle this problem. It is imperatively necessary, and 1if
some such central body is established, we will think that
our labroui are sufficiently rewarded. May God inspire us
all to shoulder this task with a'l our misht and bless us
in this holy work of Cow-protection.

SHRI CHAVANDE MAHARAJ

AND

COW-PROTECTION.
: II} one of his poemsone, of the greatest Maharashtrian Saints
Shri Tukaram, has giveﬁ the chidracterist'cs of a truely devout
man. He says that a devotee is always indifferent abot his
own Self and about the worldly affairs, He forsakes every
thing for the Almighty, and he does not like any other thing,
not cven his parents and relations and wealth, in prefere ce
to Him, The Almighty too relieves his devotees from all the

worries and anxieties,

These characte.istics are almost faithfully reflected in
the lif : of Shri Chavande Maharaj. Although there is only
one God still every worshipper worships Him in the manner
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and in the form, he likes best. Tukaram worshipped God

Vithoba ; but he saw his Vithoba as one with the God of the
Wniverse, Similarly Shri Chavnde Mahara) worships God in
the image of Shri Rama but he, in his name, serves the
Mother Cow in his every day life. He has so identified himself
with the cause of Cow-Protection that Shri Chavande Maharaj
means Cow-Protection and wvice-versa. This is the reason
why we have chosen the above title to this essay. In this we,
mean to give, in brief, his life devoted to the cause of
Cow-protection.

The great-grand father of our hero, Raghopant Chavande,
was the Dewan of Sardar Raste at Wai. He
His family was a very pious man and well-known for his
history. great moral courage. Once to test the latter
" virtue of his Dewan, the Sardar lel him into
his harem and, slipping suddenly away, bolted the door be-
hind him from outside. The Dewan was such a God-fearing
man that instead of falling a prev to the charms of the wo
men there, he fell down unconscinus, and he had to be remov._
ved from there in that condition ! The next day he resigned
his service inspite of the entreaties of his master, and opened
a saral’s shop. The Sardar however, loved his Dewan somuch
that he built up a house and presented it to him as a token

of the appreciation of his faithful services. His son Trun-
bakrao also dedicated his life to the- service of God and he

was always on a pilgrim’s tour visiting Pandharpur, Alandi
and other holy places. His eldest son Martand Shastri
carried on their business and looked to home affairs. He.
was a well-known Pandit famous for his mastery over the

Vedic lore, and his preachings attended with music Kirtans
always attracted large crowds from the neighbouring places.
Martand Shstri’s brother, Moreshwarpant, was also a very
religious man and an expert musician. He spent his whole
estate in re-building and repairing old templers. From this it
can be seen that for the last 3 generations this family was noted
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in Maharashtra for their religious piety, eloquence, and
mastrey over the art of music. |

sShri Chavande Maharaj has inherited all these qualities

from his fore-fathers, and finding in him a

Devotion  very fertile ground they are prospering day by

to God from day and year after year. His horoscope also

Childhood. will show to those who believein Astrology that
his stars are very favourable to the cause he

has undertaken. He lost his mother in his infancy and since
thne he was brought up on cow’s milk in his childhood. He
has harboured such an affectionate regard for the cow Since
then, that he almost worships her as his second mother. When
he was a boy, his favourite amusements were worshipping
God and holding kirtans or reading Puranas in His praise and
celebrating the birth-day festivals of Ram, Krishna etc. The
Maharaj always obeved and admired his father and learnt
ander him the science and art of music. He began to.hold pub-
lic Kirtans since the twelfih year of his age, and by practice
he has become a master-hand in it. At about 18 an idex
struck him of having a Guru and he resolved to take the
Mantra from the descendants of the family of Ramdas the
religio-Potitical saint of Maharashtra and the preceptor O

Shivaji the Great. So he went to Sajjangad and fell at the
feet of Shrimati Yashodabai, the wife of the seventh descen-
dant from the brother of Ramdas, and implored her to give
him the mantra. According to the shastras a woman is for

bidden to give the mantras and so the pious woman told her
disciple that she cannot do s0. But our hero was unbending
in his resolve and at last the old dame was moved DY his
stern faith and asked him to read the mantra inscribed on the
tablet of the samadhi ( the tomb ) of Shri Ramdas.

The ma .tra contained 13 letters—those which Ramdas
himself had recit:d for millions of times, and which conferred
wonderful powers on him. At this time Chavande Maharaj
received from his aunt the image of Shri Ram which Shri Para-
shuram Mosharaj Rajwade, the famous saint of Norihern
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India worshipped as his soul. Chavande Maharaj con-
sidered this as a blessing of God and since then the latent but

potent devotion to God began to become patent. His whole
days, and whole months passed in worship, Kirtans, Bhajans
etc. The annual Ram-jayanti and Ramdas-navami festivals
began to be celebrated on gigantic scales. The Parali dale
below the hill of Sajjan-gad sanctified bv the residence of

Ramdas was resounding with his Kirtans tor full nine months.
Afterwards, in obedience to his father’s wishes, he took him
to Benares for pilgrimage and on his journey visited Harda-
Uijain, Indore, Sujalpur, Jhanst and other places where his

Kirtans became so popula: that he was detained at each and

every place for several days by the inhabitants and daily
pressed to hold his Kirtans. He thus took two years to reach

Benares ! .At some places he visited, he built temples to the
God Maruti- At Benares he resided for full four months and

with the help of the celebrated Pandits and preachers there he

held Kirtans every day, and during his sojourn there built a
temple of Shri Ramdas on the banks of the Ganges. All
these movements saw the end of Shak 1826. According to

old time-honoured practice he brought the waters of the
Ganges with himself and bathed the Samadhi of Ramdas with

water.

I'rom the next Shak year 1827 he espoused the cause of
cow-protection and has been since then working hard for
it. The reason that led him to do this will be found in the

following story.
One day, while on his way tothe Krishna river for bathing,
the Maharaj saw a very pathetic scene of
Cow-protection- a CO*iv beﬁing dragged _Py a hard-hearted
the ideal of his man 1n spite of her resistance, and quit®
life. unmindful of the tears trickling down her
eyes. The Maharaja’s heart melted with
pity and he entreated the cruel man to leave her, even knelt
before him but in vain., The man was firm and unbending.

The Maharaj had to return home but all day his mind knew
no rest. Fortunately he came across Mr. Astaputre, a Pleader,

and he told him all that outra.eous incident in very feeling
terms The Maharaj then went to the cattle-market, found out
the cow,bought her. and brought-her hoine and actually worship-
ped her. The same day he founded “Shri Govardhan Sanstha’
an institution preserving and maintaining the cows ( cattle )
at Wali, and offered his house to that institution. The date,
according to the native calender was 15th of the bright hal

of Kartik of Shak year I827. He spent his §~6 months there
1n arranging everything for the institution such as purchasing
cows in the open market, storing fodder for them, and asking
tor and collecting charitics for the purpose. Several notable

persons voluntarily helped him in this work.

The Maharaj then began to go on tours to spread this
movement and he visited Narsoba’s Vadi, Kurundwad, Sangli,
Umbraj, Shirval and other places and founded Go-shalas

there. While at Narsoba’s Wadi, God L'at

Go-shalas. There one ferocious coach-driver was S.

to the Go-shala, At Kurundwad his Kirtans were so popular

that even the Mahomedan butchers there were moved by his

arguments and they requested him to hold a Kirtan before

their Mosque. They have also given him, So tosay, a perpe-
tual invitation to hold one Kirtan before their Mosque when-

ever I'e would chance to visit that town., He then went 1O

Benares again to look after the management of the temp_)le

and on his way visited Harda, Jabalpore, Jhansi and Gwah‘ar

founding or reviving Go-shalas and Panjarpols and organis-

ing the collection of charities for the purpose. Al Jabalpore,

among those who assisted him in this work was ON€ Maho-

medan gentleman by name  Munshi Nurmah?med

»
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Fakir. As he could not continuously remain at Benares he
handed over the management of the Go-shala there to the
managers of a Jain institution, While on this tour a close
friendship was established between the well-known modern
saint Of Mahsrastra Shri Gondavlekar Maharaj and himself
and the former opened a Go-siiala in his math. Then he
returned to Maharastra and started a journal Govardhanmala
at Wai under the editorship of Mr. Ashtaputre, Pleader, to
fill up th~ gap occasioned by the ceasing of the publication of
a journal Geraksha of Nagpur. In that year he held a
Purushcharan—a religious observance of Gayatri and the
thirteen lettered Mantra for full nine months with grast eclat.
In the Shak year 1832 he founded the Edward Panjarpol: at
Satzra,  Then he undertook the work of covering the Pandal
at Sajjangad with sheets of corrugated iron at the bidding of
the M:haraj there. The Shak year 1834 saw him at Nagpur
refuting the foolish arguments of one pseudo-saint and with
the assistance of one or two gentlemen there he published a
pamphiet expounding, in the words of Ramdas himself, the
iru nature of his standard work and the proper 1interpreta-
tion of it.

In the Shak year 1836 he published some very useful
instructions to the Panjarpols to follow the:scheme of the
Govardhan institution at Wai-and to allow the poor farmers
to take the benefit of 1t, instructed several farmers to allow
the cows to stroll in the fields when there were no crops
standing, so that their dung might become a very good
manure ; many farmers followed these instructions to their
advan age and they admitted their usefulness. During that
year he opened Cow-protecting iastitations at Bhor, Lonanda-
Parali and Sasvad. He entrusted the management of Shri
Govardhan institution at Wal to several leading merchants
of - om ay and 1n the last April founded the Poona Go,
rakshan institution also. At Baramati he opened a Panjar-
pol and a Cow-protecting Institution with the help of the
merchants thHere- His arduous labours told upon his
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health and he was lying with fever for several days. But his
devotion to his duty does not allow him to lie down and he
went to Nipani although he had 103 degrees of fever at that
time. There he opened an institution *‘Shri Karnatik Gorak-
shaka Panjarapol”. Wherever he goes, he not only opens
Panjarapoles and such other institutions, but induces the

people there to take up the cause of cow-protection by his
sweet and eloquent Kirians; and we have actually sezan even

Mahars and Mangs—low-caste people who flay the animals—
swearing to leave their profession of killing the cattle and
flaying them He takes no remuneration for his Kirtans nor
does he touch the amorous subject in his lectures.

‘The Maharaj had always in his mind the idea of a central
organisation and with the assistance

ties and foundation of Govardhan Mahamandal in June. The
; S.5.G- Mahamandal. aims and objects of the institution and

the rules framed by that body are
given at the ead of this book and the readers will have some
idea of the institution by their perusal.

It is not that no other benevolent persons have taken up
this cause. Messrs. Bhide, Naidu, Ramanarayan Rathi
(Nagpur), Swami Alaram, Swami Dayanand Saraswati Pandit
Jagat Narayan Sharma, Mr. Jasawala, Mr. Guruji, and Mr.
Barve are some of the and names which none, who has taken up
this cause, can forget. Similarly the efforts of Jog Maharaj
( Poona ), Debuji Boa® ( Berars ), aund Mr Ginde Pleader
(Belgaum) in this direction, are worthy to be admired. But
the subject of Cow-protection has become the life-blood of
Chavande Maharaj and therefore we felt it necessary
to give his life in brief for the information of the
public. We hope that the footsteps of this worthy
devotee of Cow and other selfless workers in this cause will be

followed by increasing numbers of men in future. The cause is
not only sacred but beneficial to the peasants and to all of us,

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3 COW-PROTECTION.

o devoui a Prince to do her reverence and be proud of
his flock. Other less wealthy classes have neither the faith,
nor the means, suflicient enough to protect or maintain her.
The rich Bhatias and Jains have some sparks of piety left
n their minds, but the money they pay for this purpose
s, sometimes, as the Fourth Annual Report of the Nagpui
Cow—-Protection society shows, utilised in fome other works
of charity. The peasants and the poorer c¢lasses, though
willing, are unable to maintain her properly and the Cow
now-a-days fails to receive adequate protection in the
present adverse times. In former ages also the Cow had
had to face famines, pestilences, and cruelties of flesh-eaters,
but strong rveligious faith came always to her rescue and
the Hindas not only prided themselves upon saving her
from  destruction, but, had the spiritual satisfaction of
having done a religious duty enjoined upon them by the
Shastras. Now when stronz faith itself does not sarvive, the
Cow, in famines and ofher calamities, {ails to receive ne-
oessary protection and the number of the Cows is being
fearfully reduced in every year of famine and scaveity.
IGNORANCE OF THE FARMER-CLASS: ITS RcSULTS.
Not only this; the peasants and the lower classes,
when ufter poverty stares them in their face, are
compelled to sell their ceows to the bhutchers to
purchase the. necessaries for their livelihood. To them
the cows are comparatively less useful than their bullocks,
implements and their utensils, and when any dire necessity
compells them to sell any thing, then their tirst choice falls
on the cows and thus they are the first to be sold to the
butcher. The bhullocks, being quite necessary for the agri-
cultural pursvits, fetch a higher price than the cows and
there is therefore not much demand for bhullocks from the
butcher class. lLikewise, the calves also, heing a tax on the
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resources of the peasanis. are sold, and thus the mothers of
the future bullocks and young calves fall in far greater
numbers into the hands of the bulbchers than uany other
“animals, and the result of all this is a heavy tnll on the
number of the cows and, consequently, on the number of bul-
Jocks also. The poor peasants rest content when their ime
mediate waunts are satisfied, not knowing how they, by the
sale of the cows and the c¢alves to the buichers, strike
at the very rooi of their future prosperity by lessening the
number of their most useful animals.

CRUBLTIES OF TiE MILKMEN.

The Milkmen ave comparatively in a hetter position
than the poverty-stricken peasants, but the moral fibre of
their hearts i1s now-a-days so much dezenerated that their
atrocious behaviour towards their animals will put to shame
gven the hard-hearted buichers. Dr. L. I.. Joshi M. D. B, Sct,
Chemical Analyst to the Bombay Municipality, has said 1in
one of his lectures in Bombay that the Gowlies (milkmen)there
keep their milch—eattle till they yield their daily supply of
milk, but dispose them off by sale to the butchers as soon as
they become dry. and begin {o supply less quantity of milk.
This has resulted in a serious ditliciency of milk in
large towns in India. Milk is sold dearer in Bombay
and Calcutta than in any of the towns in western
couniries. At Calcutta the Gowlies sell their calves to the
butchers no sooner than they are out of the womb of their
mothers. In the caitle-sheds in these two large cities one
can pass many a line of cattle withont seeing even a single
calf in 1t.

THE SAME AT CALCUTTA.

One veteran soldier in the ranks of the old Cow-Protee-

tion society. we mean Mr. Krishnaji Abaji Guruji, has

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briefly indicated in one of his Dhooks, ** How to Protect the
Cows > the cruelties of the Caleutta Gowlies. He says there-
in that when he saw that the milk in the town of Cal-
cutta tasted somewhat more saltish than in other towns,
he beran to inquive about the reason of it, and he found
out that the Gowlies there, in order to get more
milk, were in the habit of introdncinzg salt—wier
into the vazini of tho mileh—eciétle, either by syrinze or by
simply pourin: it there and blowing it with a blow-pipe hilf
an hor hefore milkine them. When this torture is inflicted
on tho poor innocent eattle, their sulferings become un-
bearable and some become even unconscious, Later on they
water the n and and then milk them. This atrocious act is
called in the native tongque ¢ Funker ® or blowing. It shows
to what dep h of dezrradation the minds of the Gowlies are

prone to roach in order to get the maximum of the white
fluid which they call milk, but which, in reality, is a mixtare

of salt—water and milk.
INDIFFERENCE OF THE PEOPLLE.

old Pauranik mandate meaning that the house where
there is no cow is like a cometery or a burial ground. ‘I'he

. effvet of this mandate was that those who belivved in it were

. keeping some three or outr cows at least in their hiouses. In
modoern times, the Puranas are losing their hold on the

public mind, and a well-to-do man now hardly thinks of
keepinz a Cow thourh he keeps # carriage and four and
has some dozs to boot, He may be spending, morover, some
15 rupees a month for milk.but he does not thinlk it worth
his while to keep a cow. “The result of this indilference of
thy well—to—lo class is that the mileh-cows are maintained
either by the heardless Gowlies whoe tax them to the utmosg,
or by the poorer peasants who, whon they can not siulisiesdly
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feed themselves, are hardly expected to feed the cattle
properly, or are carried away by the butchers to the
slanghter houses. In any case the cattle suffer the worst fate,
and we are now actually realisine the effeet of this in the

pstreme dearness of milk and ghee, which, some 30 yeurs
ago were sold at 1 maund and 5 seers a rupee respectively.

WANT OI' PASTURE-LAND, COWS UNDERFED.

The want of grazing-pastures also is one of the rea~ons
of the under—feeding of the cows and cattle in ordinary
times, and, being thus constantly undor-fed at home and ont-
gide, it is no wonder that, exahausted as they are, they
should fall vieiims to famine or pestilence. In some districts
lakhs and lakhs of eattle were swept away at the first touch of
famine ! It iy said in times ol scarcities the farmers actually
gold their cows and bullocks for half an anna each, and some,

rather more kind-hearted, were turning them out with a
billet round their neck requesting tne well-to-do to feed them

and own them.

TEKRM COW USED IN A GENERAIL SENSI.

We have so far narrated the serious state of thines as
regards the Cows in particular, But the other cattle also more
or less share the same fate, and what has been said about the
Cows applies matinlis mutlandis toobsher cattle also. Some of
them escape the torture of the butchers as their flesh i3 not

eaten by tho flesh—eaters, but in other respects their suifer-
ings are not in any way less than the cows.

INADEQUATE AND WRONG MEASURES
UNDERTAKEN.

Let us now turn oar attention to the measures under—
taken to save or relieve them fro:n their sufforings. It is not
