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It must however be borne in mind that the individual
views of the leaders of the Mahasabha or of the Hindu
Sangathan movement in general, cannot be taken as identical
with the corporate view of the Hindu Mahasabha itself.
The corporate aim, object & outlook of the Mahasabha as a
body at any time can only be ascertained through the resolu-
tions passed at its annual sessions and authorised committees

representing it from time to time.
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The Hindu Maha Sabha has consistently and all along

been of opinion that no communalism in any shape or form

be introduced in the political administration of the country
either in the matter of representation in Legislatures or any
of the other elective bodies or in the services.........

There shall be uniformity ot franchise for all commu-
nities in each province.

Elections to all the elective bodies shall be by mixed
electorates.

There shall be no reservation of seats on communal
considerations in any of the elective bodies and educational
institutions.

The basis of representﬁtion of different communities
shall be uniform, such as voting strength or taxation.

There shall be no communal representation in the public
services which must be open to all communities on the basis
of merit and competency ascertained through open compe-
titive test.

The redistribution of provinces in Hindusthan, if and
when necessary, shall be made on their own merits in the
light of principles capable of a general application with due
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regard to administrative, financial, strategic and similar other
considerations but no new province shall be created with the
object of giving a majority therein to any particular community.
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“ The Hindu Mahasabha in accordance with its previous
resolutions, recommends that the communal problem of
Hindusthan be settled, on all-India basis, on the lines of the
International Communal Award as embodied in Minorities
guaranteed Treaties to which His Majesty’s Government and
the Government of India are already committed as parties
and signatories, and which, in the words of Mr. Henderson
now form part of " The Public Law of Europe & of the
world.” [1932]

The Hindus, even where they are in minorities in
provinces like Bengal, Pupjab, Sindh and N. W. F,
Province are on principle opposed to communal electorates
and reservation of any form at any stage for any community
in any province as a complete’negation of any Responsible
Government and Dominlon Constitution and declare with one
voice for such recognition of minorities and their safeguards
as is laid down with the common consent of the principal
nations of the world including Hindusthan & England, in the
treaties called Minority Treaties signed by them and enforced
on so many Sovereign States of Europe including Turkey, as
a world solution of the communal problem to operate as a
part of "' The Public Law of Europe and the world ”...
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The Hindu Maha Sabha.,.,...appeals under Article XI of
League convenant in the name of India to the League of
Nations of which she is an original member, of the application

of those principles and methods of minority protection
which are endorsed and made operative by world opinion
on the subject and on the initiative of the principal Allied
and Associated Powers including India and England.
