A craving for the infinite, a lingering look towards the
great Beyond should, I think, be the natural outcome
of the circumstances I am in ! Is it not itself a great
.emotion ? Do I moralise or sophisticate about these
things which have been occupying my mind now ?...

«I believe, truth and poetry are inseparable—truth
impulsively, instinctively, caught by feeling in a
synthetic manner. The process is not analytical but
synthetical, not intellectual but emotional, not contems-
plative but creative, not abstract but concrete.

“I humbly believe, my later productions have lost
nothing of these qualities. Only circumstances have
changed bringing a corresponding change in them.

“When I have said all this, let me make a frank con-
fession that there are some poems, only very few, which
are oclearly philosophical with a play of intellect in
them such as‘anId Eryaasam1=l’ or GBS YISS] &1’ Or
‘TN HIT Fos  Tq’ ete. But they are very few and 1

should be excused for giving expression to my theolo-
gical beliefs, ...

“l have yet to refer to the form. No: certainly I feel
no burden of any chains of a definite form started by
me, ... L have always been a writer of songs. ... The
similarity of apparent external measures have misled
people into the belief that a definite form has been
started. No; its variety depends upon its music. Every
poem has its particular, I may even say original

music. They are to be set to a variesty of {s I had
never attempted before, ... "

SHEOPUR-BARODA

- +Peaople say that you are driving at some thing not
nameable’ This statement in your letter of the 6th
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July ’24 has to a certain extent made me uneasy
about the reception of my productions. ¢Something
unnameable !”” This phrase suggests that I am be-
coming mystic, that 1 amn driving towards what is not
the subject of languages, Do they mean this? If so,
they are not far from the truth, But the question 1is
whether it is art, whether it is in the nower of art to
cross the holy precinets of Urania. ... Liet me
observe here that if art were to confine 1tself to what
we see only, if it were only a photograph of the visible
forms and phenomena, then good bye to all art, I, for
one, would break off **all commerce with the Muse ! ”’
No, art is not a2 mere photograph of what is real, of
what we see. ¢‘Paint me as I am,’? the realist would
say. “But you, as you are,”’ says the idealist, ““go
away. The body drops! Who will care for my art
then ? No, I will painf you in what is changeless in
you. What is it that is changeless in the ever chang-
ing world ? Is it not somethine unnameable? But
this something not nameable isin what has a name and
form, While we call a spade, a spade, and a knife,
a knife, he transcends the spade and the knife.
He murmurs near the running brooks
A music sweeter than their own.

He brings “The light that never was on sea and land!"
It is the special privilege, the peculiar glory, the
supreme excellence of Art to give expression to what
is inexpressible, to what is a mystery. He is thus
mainly a mystic. His contrivance in this respect ts
symbolism. He gives ‘““a lozal habitation and a name”
to what looks like *“airy nothing’’, to what is ‘“not
nameable.” He moulds this “something”, this mystery
into symbols Are we not all symbols, Dear Mydeo ?

Do we all not indicate by our forms, something far
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vaster, far boundless,”though not nameable, than our
bonded forms ¥ Has not the inexpressible itself become
oxpressed through the medium of the symbols? The
infinite joy throws its own projectiles, so to say, into
the symbolic existence of forms and names! The
mystery thus becomes disclosed! The artist also uses.
symbols for the expression of the inexpressible, the
mystery. Imagination first and imagination last!
That is the creative genius of the artist,

‘*But he is not a philosopher. He does not analyse,.
he synthesises; he is not abstract, he is concrete,
symbolism being his medium. He does not argue ; he
loves, he sees through the eyes of love! He is a seer!
Science and all philosophy following in the wake of
science, seeking sensational truth, proceed by the road
of observation, analysis and reach a point In their
enquiry somewhere higch up among the hills, where the
beaten pathway ceases, but the natural philosopher has
to admit that he has entered the region of the unknow-
able. This point, the end of science, is the beginning
of poetry, Art, The artist is a mystic, ...

“He is a worshipper of the Beautifnl which is the

expression of infinite love (3719 or f47) into the Real
world of forms and names. The mystic note becomes.

more clearly heard when the appeal comes from Spiri-
tual beauty.

“Do my critics mean that I am becoming a mystic:
when they say I am driving towards what is not name-
able ? If so, I am proud of it. Do they not like this

tendency ? Have they really not got the strength
necessary for the appreciation of mystic elements in

Art ? If so, it is pitiable, I cannot humour them, “FWar
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fM@EmiEe@t = gfl’”’. We are,! then, at the parting of the
ways, Alas | Let us shake hands and then good-bye !

““But if they mean that I am losing sight of theterre
firma and eliminating the realistic features altogether
and melting into the formless expanse of the infinite,
viz.,, I am becoming abstract in my productions, then
it is a matter for grave concern, and I must pause and
consider my later productions more carefully,

“T have always been a mystic. ... One mystic element
has dominated all my productions. I have succeeded

in delivering a very consistent message, the message
of love and faith, in all their manifold activities in
life, penetrating to the deepest depths of visible life——
those depths where all apparent discord is harmonised,
where the kaleidoscopic change of visible life is reduced
to a changeless unity where supreme love, infinite and
boundless, reigns and directs active forces to work in

the visible forms and phenomena. I am afraid, I cannot
give even an outline of the message in this small epistle,

But let me say that all the poems have something to
tell you about this message., See the song, for instance,
